Toolooa State High School were proud to be involved in this initiative on 
Wednesday with staff and students donning purple ribbons to start conversations 
about this important topic. As a school we will continue to work with our school 
community to highlight that family or domestic violence is never okay! 
 

Attendance Improvement Continues! 
It is extremely pleasing to see that our studentsô attendance, a key focus for 2016, 
continues to show significant improvement. Great work! 
 

Term 1 Results 
We continue to see our students achieving very strongly at Toolooa High with 85% 
of all academic results being an A, B or C. This is strongly supported by our in-class 
behaviour with 98% being of an A, B or C standard; along with our effort results 
sitting at 95% in classrooms. These results demonstrate a very clear focus on 
students doing their best in classrooms and receiving results that reflect their ability. 
We congratulate our students and staff for the outstanding work that they are doing! 
 

NAPLAN Testing 
During next week, our year 7 and year 9 students will take part in national testing 
for literacy and numeracy. There continues to be debate on the purpose and 
importance of this national testing program however as a school we are committed 
to supporting our students to improve their literacy and numeracy ability, with this 
testing process an important part of our program. We will use the results to 
influence our school programs along with our teaching practices, to enable us to 
target the key areas that our students need additional support. Regardless of 
peopleôs personal views about the value of standardised testing like NAPLAN, the 
focus that it brings back to the importance of literacy and numeracy is invaluable. 
We are very confident that our students will see significant growth in our focus 
areas of writing and reading. 
 

P&C Support For Our Year 7 And 9 Students 
Again this year our P&C will supply breakfast for our year 7 and 9 students on the 
NAPLAN testing days next week. This initiative was well received by our students 
last year and we thank our fantastic P&C for their continued support of our 
students. 
 

School Fees 
We have seen a strong improvement in school fees being paid this year. These 
fees enable our students to access all elements of our school programs. We thank 
our families for their ongoing commitment to supporting their students to achieve 
great things. We do recognise that some families are finding it difficult to cover 
these fees; we encourage families in this situation to come in and speak to us.

RACQ Docudrama 
 

An information letter went home to parents last week for our Years 11 and 12 students about RACQ Docudrama. 
The RACQ Docudrama Program is a road safety awareness initiative aimed at educating senior secondary 
students, particularly learner and provisional drivers, about the potential risks of travelling in a vehicle as both 
drivers and passengers. Docudrama takes a community approach to road safety issues by involving emergency 
service workers and other local professionals to help demonstrate a powerful ómock crashô road safety scenario. 
Students are then given the chance to seek knowledge from these professionals and are equipped with real world 
strategies for combating the óFatal Fiveô road safety issues: Drink and Drug Driving, Fatigue, Not Wearing a 
Seatbelt, Speeding and Distraction.  
 

All Year 12 students will participate in the program on Tuesday 17th May and all Year 11 students will participate 
on Wednesday 18th May. The sessions will run from 10am until 12.30pm each day. Please ask your student for 
the information letter if you have not seen it, or contact the school office for a copy.

 Dose) 

§ - Varicella / Chickenpox ï VZV (1 dose) 
 

The vaccinations will be conducted by a team of specially trained registered nurses. 
 

Only students who have a completed and signed YES consent form will be vaccinated. If you do not wish for your 
child to receive the vaccine and/or your child is already vaccinated, please write your child's name at the top of 
the form and NO in the consent section and return to school. This helps to ensure all students have been given 
the opportunity to participate in this program. 
 

The clinics will be scheduled during March, May and October. The second clinic for Toolooa State High School 
will be 18

th
 May 2016. Parents are encouraged to ensure their child has eaten breakfast on the morning of 

vaccination.

FROM THE GUIDANCE OFFICE 

You may have seen some of the TV advertising campaign launched over the past 
weeks by our Federal Government aimed at changing the culture around Domestic 
and Family Violence- RESPECT. May is Domestic and Family Violence awareness 
month and Wednesday 4

th
 May is remembrance day for those who those who have 

lost their lives and been affected by the tragic consequences of domestic and 
family violence. As a school we are proud to support our local CCRDF group in a variety of ways including running 
the Love Bites program with our year 10 students, being involved in the group and recognising the importance of 
educating and raising awareness around domestic and family violence through things like encouraging students 
wear the provided purple ribbons and staff to wear purple on Wednesday 4

th
 May. 

 

Most Australians agree violence against women is wrong. Sadly however the facts are still tragically clear about 
the incidence of violence against women in Australia. We know that: 
 

¶ On average, one woman is killed every week at the hands of a 
current or former partner. 

¶ One in three women has been a victim of physical or sexual 
violence, since the age of 15, from someone known to them. 

¶ One in six women has experienced physical or sexual 
violence from a current or former partner. 

¶ One in four Australian women has been emotionally abused. 

¶ One in four young people is prepared to excuse violence from 
a partner. 

 

As parents, and as influencers of young people, we all want the best 
for kids. We want them to have positive experiences, healthy 
relationships and opportunities to learn. We want them to understand 
right and wrong. We want them to respect others, and respect 
themselves. 
 

We do our best to set a good example, but sometimes, without 
meaning to, we might say things that excuse disrespectful behaviour in 
young people. 
 

Itôs important we understand the cycle of violence. Not all disrespect 
towards women results in violence. But all violence against women 
starts with disrespectful behaviour.
